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LOUGHBOROUGH FOOTBALL CLUB.

A PRECARIOUS POSITION.

A special meeting of the members and supporters
of the Loughborough Football Club was held on
Tuesday evening, at the Greyhound Hotel. Mr.
i. Yearn, chairman of the club, presided, and was

supported by Messrs, H. T. Dunn (secretary), W. A.
Thox?son, F. A. Stenson, W. Clarke, T. Clarke,
and H. Rudkin, .
The Chairman said the meeting hed been cal'ed
for the purpose of plncin? before the members and
supporters a statement the management of the
ciub for the present season. They wanted facts and
figures, vot speeches, so he would call upon the
secretarv to make the statement.

Mr. Dunr said it was his unfortunate duty io lry
befora tkem a very difficult ition, a position
eomething like that of General White. They wera
besieged, and unless they got relief Lhey would have
to capitulate. They had no money, and unlass tney
get some from some source after next Saturday thev
wonld have to give up League football,  All tas
rmembers of the committee had found money out of
their own pockets, and had signed guarantees at the
bank till they were nct in a position to find or :ign
for any more. Mr. Thompson and he had an inzar-
view with the bank that afterncon, and there was
a sum of £115 for which the old committece was re-
sponsible, Mr. Fearn, the chairman, had signed ior

20, Messre. Cockayne, Stenson, and Clarks ior
£40; £4 or 85 was owing to Mr. Clarke in High-
street, £13 or £15 to Mr. Gutteridge, and £18 to
himself. The committee felt under these conditions
that they could find no more money themselves. He
supposed it was his duty to prove that it was im-
possible to go on any longer, and that the only vay
out of the difficulty was for the members to accept
the resignation of the present management, and ap-
point a new management who would be prepared lo
find money, means, or guarantees to carry on the
civh. He t}xouzht the trademople and public gene-
rally did not recognise what stopping of the club
would mean. The people wamrted football, and would go
out of the town for 1t if they could not get it in the
town, and would spend 1money out of the lown instead of
i it. Up to the present this season £538 had been
received m subseriptions and tramsfers, and the ex-
penses had been £612. That meant a loss on tae
season of £24. But it must be taken into considara-
tior. that the committes had reduced the cld liahiii-
ties by something like £30. 'T'he average per week
of wages and expensos was £30 10s., and of receipts
£30, and if they had not had to vay
theze debts off they would have been solvent. They
had played cight matches away and oishb at home,
ardl they bad nine to play away and nime at home.




av £20 a week, which they were scarcely ikely to get,
the reccints would be £180, so that they wanted £100
or £120 before they could go on. What were they to
dc? The committee wanted to know if the members
and eupporters were prepared to find inoney, or were
they to give up? ere was a writ against them for
£40. which bhad been accspted on behalf of the club,
and which would cost s lot to deferd :n the county-
courl. Here were their shares of the gates so far:
Leicester, £54 93, 10d. : Sheffield Wednesday, £i0 13s.;
and then they went down to £47 3s. 2d., £37 3s. 3d.,
£20 11s. 6d.; then came the celebrated gate with the
Fosee of £146 19s. (Applause). Then came £25 13s.
2d., and last week £12 13s. 'This was an average of
£30 a week, while the average for the eight maltches
at home was £52. That would not keep leaguc foot-
ball guing. They had very few members, and very
few subscribers, and unless they couid get soma asmist-
ance, the committes must absolutely decline to go on.
He desired to mention the very bandsome mmanner in
which the players had met them. Th» week before
Chnistmas they did not receive a penny of wages, in
the Christmas week they had only bare wages, the
week after they had no wages, and last week only 16s.
each, and they did not grumble. Thaey had volunteered
to do_this sooner than see the club go down, and he
ibought. they had (reated the club very well. (Hear,
Car).

The chairman said they had carried on the club
this season without incwrring any additional lia-
bilities, and but for the outstanding liabilities they
would have been able to go on successfully to
the end of the season, and there was every rea-
son <o believe that they would have had a
balance in hand. But when they could not
see their way clear, and could not find friends to
assist them, it was a question of giv'mg up
altogether. If did that, they wouid place the
old committee and those who had pledged their
credit in a very awkward position. It was for the
supporters to suggest some means of getting out of
the difficulty.

A long pause followed in the proceedings, no one
appearing to have any sngt-z’:stions to make.

. Dunn then said if they stopped they would
bave to reiire to some minor competitions. Taking
the record of the club all round, from the playing
goint of view, he tbou(fht they had not done so

adly at home. Could they not get some more
points, for if not they had better stop?

Mr. C. Cooke asked if the tradespeople of the
town had bheen canvassed, and the secretary re-|
plied that that had not been done. He thought
some good might be done by pointing out the loss
of money to the town if enthusiasts had to go |
away to_see football. '
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Mr. H. L. Dormer did not regard the difficulties
as unsurmountable, and thought they had passed
through times just as bad. He suggested a
bazaar as a means of raising money te liquidate
their liabilities, and get something to finish the
season with. :

Mr. Newbold thought the committee had been
neglectful at times. For instance, he believed they
had had the chancs of Ben Bow, of Notts Forest,
with a free transfer. Then he thought £5 could be
ﬁuamnteed for all home matohes by getting the Lon-

on and North-Western Railway to arrange a ocon-
venient train for Coalville enthusias:s.

The Secretary replied that that was the first time
Ben Bow had been mentioned in connection with the
Loughborough Club, and he could not imagine how
people managed to get hold of these notions about
other players. As to the London and North-Western,
he assured them it was a difficult matter to get an
extra train for the Fosse match, to say nothing about
ordinary matches.

Mr. Newboid remarked that if the club had done
better in the goal average, the gates would have been
better. (Hear, bear.)

Mr. Vickers said the only way he could see out of
the difficulty was for those members of the committee
who had not signed guarantees to do so now, and
have a bazaar in the summer to clear it off.

The Secretary thought a better way would be for
100 members to guarantee to raise £1 each. But
they must have some money at onoce.

Mr. Gutteridge promised two guineas, and two of
gze members agreed to arrange a smoking concert

r next

Mr. W. A. Thompson said his idea was that they
ought rot t{o incur any further Hability. First, he
thought they ought {o reduce the wage list. If tlcy
cuvuld not arrange with the mnt players to finish the
season they must get ama _Then_there was the
question of help from othber clubs in the League in their
own interest. He saw the secretary of the Fosse wis
present, and perhaps he could give a suggestion. He

the idea of a bazzar for clearing off the old
iabilities. ;

Mr. Johnson, secretary of the KFosse Club,
the sympathy of the Leigester cnthusiesis fm
borough’s pesition. He could not say anything ofi-
cially as to what the Fosse could do fcr them, but
they did not want to see mnborong‘ h go down. He
did rot think liabilities of ought to deter the club
from going forward. Perhaps his club would be able
to arrange for a match on the Leicester ground free,
and that, he thought, would mean a better gate than

they would get at Loughborough. it o .
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Mr. Dunn said that some of the players had already
demanded their papers. If the committee could ot
srrange with them they must let them ﬁ: and if the
rlayers asked for dismissal so much the better for tho
club. Now the question had been discussed longz
enough, and it was trme they settled whether they were
t> go on or stop. The commitiee had made up their
minds before they came to the meeting. The members
Gid not seem to be prepared to find the money. It was
a gocd suggestion as to double gates and all that sort
of thing, bu’ that would mat keeg them going for
three weeks. They had come to the conclusion that
League football was not wanted in Loughborough, so
they would have to give up professional football. They
had decided to make an endeavour to get a team to-
geiher that would carry cut some of the League fixtures
till such time as the travelling expenses broke them.
But they certainly could not pay wages, or expect the
men to play for nothing, and if they could not have
professionals they must have amateurs, and if amateurs
could not do it the club apust stop. They would fulfil
the nexi fixture, and if possible the next after that, and
then if they could not go on further they would give the
thing a rest for twelve months. and then seo if they
:g:&i raiss a«club that would maintain the traditions of

past.

Mr. Guiteridge proposed that evervone pay at the
motch on Saturday, and a collection be made on the
grevnd.—This was seconded, and carried.

Mr. 'Thompson said he understood that Mr. Johnson
had given permiesion for a collectiom on the Fosse
ground on Baturday week, and bo therefore proposed
that this be done, and Mr. Johuson thanked for allow-
ingz it.—This wns zeconded, and carried.

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LOUGHBOROUGH FOOTBALL CLUB.
THE FINANCIAL POSITION.

Judged by the altendance at the adjourncd meeting
of the Loughborough Fooiball Club, local interest in
the misfortunes of the club is al a very low ebb. No
satisfoctory solution of the difficulties in which the
club rcw ‘s was forthcoming as vhe sneciis mceting
called last week Lo consider the position, and it was
aGjcurned to afford an opportumty of further cone
sideration. Aboub forty persons were present when
the meeting commenced twenty minutes aiter the time.
Mr. E. Fean prosided, and was supported by Messrs.
H. T. Dum, J. Clarks, W. A. Thompson, H. Vickers,
J. Gutteridge, and F. A. Stenson.

"The Chairman reminded the meeting that the pre-
vious week their able and worthy secrecary placed be-
fors them a state:nent showing that the club’s lia-
bilities were something ltke £250. He had thought
at that meeting that plenty of good suggestions would
be made for helping them out of the difficulty, but
he was sorry to :ay that they were conspicuous by
their absence. The position of the club was not
very satisfactory, and rather led one to believe that
the commitiee had not achieved arything of which
they might bo very proud. But thas was a mislead-
ing idea, as he would endeavour to show, not ouly
for the benefit of that meeting, but more especially
as the duty devolving upoa him as chairman of the
committee to his fellow committeemen. There ap-
peared to be only cne solution in the publio mind,
and that was that all they had to do was to get two or
three good forwards. But if all the peop.e who had
told him this bhad put their hands in their Isockets,
and helped thom to get the good forwards, they
would have bad plenty of money to carry on the
club. It was idle to talk aboat getting first-class
forwards unless they also talked about the money to
got them with. But he would endeavour to W
how even this could have been done had the present
committee noi been hampered by the cver-pressing
guestion of the old liability. They could take it from

im that until those old liabilities wers discharged
Bo committee would be able to run through a season
without a lot of trouble. He had often caid he be-
lieved good foctball could be made to pay its way 1a
Lougiiborougi, and he was of that opinion still. 1t
was not the fault of the committes that there was the
present erisis. He would take them back tc the time
when he first joined the ccmmittee, in the middle of
last season. e had not been on the commitiea
many minutes before he found things were in a ve
bad way, cven worse than they were now, ina=mue
as it was scarcely known on Friday nights where the
money was coming from for the players to go away
on the Saturday for away matches.

They also decided to en-
gage a properly paid official lo act as money-taker,
also to pay all moneys received into the bank, and
pay everyone by chejue, so chat they could have an
exact statement of their financiai position at every
weekly meeting. Under the old arrangements no
one knew what was paid to anybody, and ccnse-
auently no balunce-sheet was forthcoming at the end
of the season, and he did not suppose there would
be one for that season. That was not the way to
establich sufficient confdence in the public to 1nduce
them to find money to carry on the concern. When
they began to prepare for this season the committee
had quite made up their minds to take no credit, but
pay their way as they went along. For the print-
ing of the season tickets three of the committes
found the money, and 1t wog still owing to them.
The expenses of the players for training purposes he
{the chairman) found, and in fact for several weeks
he practically ran the whole show. (Applause.) He
would not have done this had be not thonght good
football could be made to Fay its way. He always
thought a good teamm would command good gates,
and at the beginning of the season he thought they
bad got a good team. In due couree the season
xmd at Leicester, and he ventured to assert thas

members were all well satisfied with the per-
formance of the players against the doughty Bolton
Wanderers. That wns proved by the manner in
which the public supported them at the next home
match, when the gate was something like £70. That
amount he took to be a fair busis of what the sup-
port would be in Loughborough if they had a win-
ning team, but, unfortunately, on several occasions,
they bad, as they knew, abominably bad luck. The
Fosse never scored two luckier goals in their lives
than they did at Loughborough. Just before Christ-
mas they had a series of away matches to fulfil.

The
players trested the proposal  very honour-
ably, and consented to the wsacrifice in
order, if possible, to keep the club alive,
which showed that the players nad full confidence :n
the committee. Mr. Guttridge, Mr. Ularke, and Mr.
Durn provided the travelling experses on the dis-
tinct understanding that they would receive ths
whole of it beck out of the gate at the Burton Swiits
nmateh, which amointed to £12. The players re-
ceived the whole of that, and the members of the
committee agreed to forego their claims until Satur-
day last, when ticy expected at least £50, but only
received abowt £20 from the * gate.” Messrs. Gut-
tridge, Clark, and Dunn again to waive their
chim, and the players received tke whole of the tak-
ings. That brought them up to the present time,
when there was :ﬁe balance of the two weeks’ wages
due to the players, other expenses, and the amouns
due to the members of the committee, a total of
something like £45.

These were the whole of the facts of the
case, and it was the millstone of the old liabilitics
round thewr neck which brought them to this posi-
tion. Supposing they lad commenced the season
free from debt t,T)ey would have been aule to have an
overdraft at the bank, they could have obtained new
new players earlier in the season, and by winning the
wajority of their home matches would have kept. the

iritt of enthusiasm alive, and perhaps carried the
club hali-way up the chart. His opimon was that

ADDRESS ON ASSOCIATION FOOTBALL.

On Monday, at the Victoria Coffee House, an address
on “Fouiball Amociation” was given, under the auspicss
of the Leicestershire Football Association, by Mr. J.
E. Carpenter, hon. secretary to the latter organisa-
tion, anl member of the Council of the English Associa-
tion. The uddnﬁ,which dealt more particularly with
the question of cleb membership, was terdered to an
audience—which might with advant have been
larger- consisting chiefly of officials and members oi
the Association football clubs in the Leicester district.
Mr. E. A. Marson presided. .

The Chairman, in opeaing Lhe proceedings, said that
Mr. Ceryenter had just been appointed a linesman in
the final of the English Cup. (Applause.) This was a
distinelion for a Leicester townsman, and he was sure
they all cffered Lheir congratulations o Mr. Carpenter.

KK’. Carpenter sa’d that the objects of their meet
were to explain what constituted a bona-fide member

It bad been
ramarked, in fact, that the Leicestershire Association
had taken too much trouble in regard to their methods
of registration, but their system had proved most bene-
ficial to all concerned. By its medans an amateur was .
laced on a clear basis, and one that he could easily m-
anl. An amateur had perfect freedom if he wenb !
the right way about his procedure. He could not be
apprcached by an club, but he might, of his own |
free will, go Yo a olub and ask to be allowed to join |
the sume. What he needed to be particularly careful '
about was—the rules of the club in u?uestion. It was
very impertant that iub should have carefully- '
drawn-up rules and a rly defined subscription for |
membership. Rules Imlucing mmnasieurs to be loyal to|
their particular club were conducive to the good of the
e, and he did not think that any club, if approached
g;m‘ leading crgamisation such as the Fosse, for per
mission fo gmive & trial to a f:romjsing player, would re- '
fuse their comsent. By the system of registration |
adopted by the Leicestershire Association amateurs
be traccd. He wged loyalty on ‘the part of
amateurs to their clubs, and emid that the Leicester- '
shire Association were anxious that the clubs in their
town and counsy should be carried on proper busines-
like lines. That association existed for the purpese of
secing that the eport of Association football was carriel
on in such a monner a8 to commend itsell to business
pecple as well as to those who were keen on the game as
played vn the field itself. It was their association's
work--sometimes a disagreeable one—to see that clubs
ormed their duties \n a proper manner, Revert-
ing to the status of an amateur, he submitted that such
layers had not been neglected in the way of legislation
the EnThsh Association itseif. and the Amateur Cup
—the ﬁ&n‘ _gf which was being played in Leicester
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next Shiurday—was a  sign  of the enconr-
agement extended to them by the parent body.
At the same time. an amateur must see that he
could not have a free hand entirely—that he must
conform to the rules framed for footballers as a
body. Proceeding, he suggested that it was not a
eneral rule. to the ultimate advantage of a olub,
therto amateur, to dabble in *“small professional-
ism.” If a player received a benefit he, of course,
had to becoms “a rrofossion;l," but it was getting
much less difficult for such a man to be reinstated |
as an amateur. With regard to professionalism, it
was most important that each elub should have a
written agreement with their professionals. He was
afraid that in Leicestershire there were olubs who
did not carry out this rule. Turning to Leicester
football, the speaker paid a tribute to the work
done by the Town League, and he went on to say
that for some time they had not had a case in Lei-
cester of a club being reported for approaochi
anothet club’s &l:yvrs.. That was how things shoul
be. Towards the attainment of this excellent result,
the Leicestershire Association’s system of registering
players had contributed much. They invibl;:?l the co-
operation of players in carrying on the work of the
;us;ocuftu;n;’d:hlgh ?d :‘:: ;xb;u !orf the acoumula-

n of fu _but for ject of good manage- '
ment of Association football and the promotion of |
its best features. He had recently heard football |
denounced as & means of lowering mankind. On the |
contrary—and he had had some experience in the
matter—he thought that football, if properly
managed, and played under proper conditions, should
be a means of improving the manhocd of young
fellows. Continuing, he asked if it were not possible
for better dressing-rooms to be provided for some of
the Lozeoter teams, who on a Slt‘\:irdsy afternoon |
were often d up in most inadequate spaces.
More mm‘?on, for inatance, would be appre-
ciated on the Victoria Park. Possibly an appeal to
the officials of Sunday schools and such-iike institu-
tions for the use of a room on Saturday afternoon
might have a beneficial result. At present some
amateurs would not play because of the very poor
dressing accommodation. In conclusion, he asked |
all interested in their Leicestershire Association to
read its rules, and do what they could to support a |
body whioh tried its level best to raise the tone of
football in_the distriot.

The rev. gentle-
nmn, in the course of his remarks, referring to the
practice of cultivating the Iffe of ihe scul, and subduing
the life of the body, szid people to-day were perhaps in-
clined {0 go to the other extreme, to cultivate bedily
life at the expense of the spiritual. It wonld hardiy be
denied tha’ field sports Id contributed in a very arge
degree to making Dngland what she was among the
naticns of the world. They were proud, when they con-
sidered the physical development of the mation, for it
was field sports which were largely responsible for it.
Tbe{aremembeted Wellington's much-quoted saying that
his battles were won on the playground at Eton. The
duko meant, no doubt, that the activity, hardihood, and
resource which made the British officers what they were,
the best in the world, was acquired on the playgrounds
of England. Since then there had beem a wonderful
development in most branches of wthletics and sports.
and though some classes of sports were only available for
the rich, it was safe to say that where one man took

| part in sport in those days, now ten found amusement.

Athletics had laid the foundation of the soldierly qual-
ties of the British army. Two great dangers, hawever,
menaced athletics and sports in Lhis country, and ihe
respousibility for the danger, which it could not be
deried had followed in the wake of most sporis, was to
be accredited, not to the sports, but Lo those who went
to the sports as spectators. Who was responsiBle for
the betiing, the &nking. and the bad language which
was too prevalent at athletic mectings ? Not the
players, but iho spectators in most cases. There was,
too, a distincily markel tendency for people to et
others play the game, the people attending simply to
lock on. Mr. Gedge drew attention to this tendency,
and the sports of Rome in her declining days, the gladia-
tcrial displays and the like. observing that people
gseemed to enjoy the same sort of thing in so lar as
they employed others to play a zame they ouzht to play
tkemseives. He was not speaking of professicnals; thab
question was beside the mark, but there was a danger
of sports losng their pnmary use 2s an educational
force. 1f ecrcumstonces prevented one from




playmg either cricket or football. he should take part
in some wther out-donr sport. 'Chere were many good
qualities to be acquired by taking part in field sporis,
and his remarks applied equally to other sorte of
sport, and not exclusively to football. Sports existed
for those who took part in them; the spectator was au
element foreign. Sport was a means to an end, not
an end itcell. Was the sole aim of a club to obtain
the highest position 1n a comnetition into which it had
certerod? The prize the sole object of the player? To
one who was an athlete mercly the answer was Yes.
The mere sthlete was content with his physical de-
velopment und bis prize, and never drenmetf that sporis
bhad other objects, too. Continuing, the rev. gentleman
asked why there could not be a holy alliasce between
the Christian and the athlele. The same qualities were
necessary to both—discipline, solf-denial, self-centrol.
Srort waz a means to obtain something higher and
ncbler in our Christian life. 1t incuicated a desire to
be manly, a ccniempt for merely sedentery habils, and
helped to fight down all impure, bace, and mean im-
pulses. Sports helped to bring the body in subjection
t> the wili, and their value could hardly be over-
estimaled in this respect The Churdh with practical
ccrnmonsense had perceived their value, and used them
as a means to bring fier sons to a higher and nobler
standard of bodily life. If every member of the con-
gregation were to resolve to be pure, to do everything
to bring out and develop his powerz, the result woul
lave far-reaching eflects; resolve in his ovn circle to
be a missionary, and he would then ho offering to God
the service He demanded of him a living offering.—The
collectiocn was made by the president, vice-presidents,
captain, and eecretary of the Leicester Football Club,
and the chairman of the Leicestershire Fcotball Aszo-
ciation, and the proceeds will he devoted to the Infirmary
and the Institution for the Biind.

A general meeting of the Loughborough and Dis-
trict e was beld on Tuesday evening, at the
Ureybound Hotel, Loughborough. ™ Mr. W. Cuckain

10d. referee, and 2s. 6d. 10 Hathern. sxpenses in-
curred through their failing to fuifil their fisture.

Loughborough Corinthians claimed expenses from
Burrow Star Reserves fur wou-fuliilment of fixture,
and the latter were ordered to pay 2s. 3d. for referee
and le. 6d. ground expenses.

Mountsorrel Castle were reported by Barrow Ex-
celsior for non-fulfilment of fixtures. [t was stated
that the Excelsior went to Mounsorrel on Easter
Tuesday, and, after waiting between two and three
Fours, bad to return without playing a match, the
referee also being refused payment by the Castle.
The return match with the Excelsior on the follow-
ing Saturday was also not played, the Castle not
making the journey. The Mountscrrel club were
ordered to pay the referee’s fee, and als) fined 2s. 6d.

Loughborough Corinthians’ Reserves were ordered
to pay Sutton Bonnington ls. 6d. expenses incurred
through their failing to turn up on April 14th.

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A letter was read from W(zdhmna United, stat-
ing that they would be unable to play their two
last matches with the Corinulians and Emmanuel,
owing to insbility to get a team to visit the for-
mer, and as their field had been taken away from
themn they could not play the latter at Woodhouse.
—The hon. secretary of the Jeague stated that he
wired to Woodhouse on the matier, as the twe
nratches were Lwpurtant ones, and a reply was re-
ceived that it was impossible 10 play any more
natches. He personally communicated this to both
the Corinthians and the Emmanuel clubs, and
wrote to the referees not to make the journey. He
heard nothing further of the matter until about a
quarter to two on Saturduy, the 28th ult., when the
secretary of the Emmanuel called and said his club
were going to Woodhouse, and that they had sent
word to Mr. Heggs, of Quorn, who was criginaily
appointed for the match, to make the journcy. This
referes, however, had heen instrucied to take
another match, but fre preferred the Woodhouse ap-
pointment, to that one. Had he been informed of
what was being done, the referee could have been
satisfactorily arranged with. The match was ar-
ranged without bis knowledge, and over the head of
the Teagu. altogether.—Considerable discussion fol-
lowed.—Mr. G. Preston, on behaf of the Em-
maruel, contended that as Woodhouse had nct
withdrawn, they were justified in amranging the
mat~h. They were anxious to fulfil all their fix-
tures.—Mr. Stirling irquired why the Fmmanuel
were 80 anxious to play the match. Ti seemed
strange that Woodhouse could play afier writing to
the League and saying they had no ground to play
on.—Mr. Preston sid they wanted to get at the
top of the League.—Several delagates contended
that the Emmanuel acted wrongly in view of their
baving been informed that Woodhouse had declined
to play the two nmtohes.—Mr. Preston said his
committee did rot know that Woodhouse had given
up. Their scretary had only received an intima-
tion in a private note to that effect.—The 1.
Hon. Secretary (Mr. Bates) strongly denied thi
After sending the Emmanuel secretary the private
note the latter called and saw him, he then told
him definitely. Also on the Thursday before the
Saturday on which the match was played he saw
the Emmanuel secretary, and told him rﬁm was no
match.—Eventually it was decided that the Wood-
house and Emmanuel clubs should be censured for
the manner in which they arranged the match apart
from the League. :




The championship question was next discuseed,
and ocoupied considerable time. Lounghborough Em-

- pioms.  A¢ the last meeting of the League it was
decided that if Mountsorrel Castle did not visit
Hathern their record with the other olubs in the
running for the championship should be deducted,
to_that all clubs could be put on a level footing.
—Mr. Preston contended that the Emmanuel
having fulfilled all matches, were entitled to the
championship trophy. He did not think it was
leeal to deduct points, and had never heard of
such a thing bemg done. A delegate asked whether
he wished to have an wnfair advantage over
another club.—Mr. Mackenzie, the donor of the
cupp, was asked to give his opinion on the rule.
which siates that the trophy “shall be handed
over to the club that has fulfilled allits matches.

He said he would rather not have anything to
do- with: the matten. Stemotlv. in the letien of

the law, the championship could not be decided
until the matches were played, but if they took
2 sportsmaniitke view then the clubs woul have
to be placed on an equal footing. His intention in
drafting the rule was that a club should go out
and fufﬁl all its matches. It was utterly im
sible to drag a team to the ground,and say ** You
must play us.’” Tt was hard on a club if it had
not been visited, but his idea was that the clun
thould fulfil its ou% matches.—I; was remarked
‘that the question really d on the nunute
respecting Mountsorrel ~ Castle, passed at the last
meeting. If that was unquestioned, then Hathern
were the champions, and entitled io the trophy
and medals.—Mr. Preston moved that the Castle
minute be rescinded. There was no seconder, and
the motion fell to the ground.—The Emmanuel
representative said that his club would appeal to
| the Leicestershire Association for a ruling as to
whether it was legal to deduct points.—The meet-
ing then ended.
